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Undergraduate Certificate in 

Islam and Muslim-Christian Relations

We live in a globally interdependent world in which Islam and Muslim-Christian relations are becoming more and more important and prominent. The goal of the Certificate program is to provide a way in which students can receive guidance in the study of Islam and Muslim-Christian relations through a defined but flexible academic program.

Requirements

The Certificate Program is similar to many at Georgetown University in its general structure. To obtain the certificate, students must complete a total of 6 courses (18 or more credit hours) to include:

· Two basic foundation courses

· At least three elective courses related to the subject

· Final capstone course
Each participant is expected to develop a program of study in consultation with the Director of the Program and the Associate Director in the Alwaleed Center for Muslim-Christian Understanding. 

Foundation Courses

These courses will normally be from the following list of courses offered at Georgetown University (or equivalent courses taken at other institutions). Note: two-course series do not have to be in sequence and can be taken individually.

· HIST 109: The Islamic World

· HIST 160 & 161: Middle East Civilization I & II

· ARAB 201 & 202: Intro to Islamic Civilization I & II
· THEO 050: Islamic Religious Thought and Practice

· THEO 042: Exploring the Quran  
Elective Courses

There is no list of elective courses that have been formally approved for the Certificate Program. Any relevant course may, subject to the approval of the program director, be used to satisfy this requirement. Normally at least two of these courses will be numbered 300 or above.

Capstone Course

As a final part of the Certificate Program, students are required to undertake study at an advanced level that involves a research project dealing with the subject of Islam and Muslim-Christian relations. A capstone course can be any course above the basic survey level that is taught by members of the faculty of the Prince Alwaleed Center for Muslim-Christian Understanding. 

Potential Research Paper
In special cases, students may petition to present a major paper dealing with a topic in the area of Islam and Muslim-Christian relations rather than taking a specific course. The paper topic must be approved by the Certificate Program Director, and the resulting paper should represent significant research and analysis (at least 20-25 pages in length).
