AAUW EDUCATIONAL FOUNDATION FELLOWSHIPS AND GRANTS: Women graduate students from countries outside the US are invited to apply for fellowships from the American Association of University Women Educational Foundation for study or research at accredited institutions in the US. International fellowships are awarded for full-time study or research to women who are not US citizens or permanent residents. A total of 63 fellowship awards were available for 2012-13. Both graduate and postgraduate study at accredited institutions is supported. Applicants must have earned the equivalent of a US bachelor’s degree and must have applied to their proposed institution of study by the time of application. Selection criteria include an outstanding academic record, professional potential, and the potential of the field of study to improve lives of women and girls in the country of origin. Preference is given to women residing in their home countries at the time of application. Awards: postdoctoral fellowships – $30,000; doctoral fellowships – $20,000; master’s fellowships – $18,000. Applications for the 2016-17 Academic Year are available and will close on December 1, 2015. CENTRAL INTELLIGENCE AGENCY: The Graduate Studies Program is available for those students entering either their first or second year of graduate studies. To be eligible for this program, you must be committed to attend graduate school on a full-time basis following your internship. Most graduate students intern in the summer; however, fall and spring internships are an option. The CIA routinely needs students whose majors are international affairs, languages, economics, physical sciences, and engineering. The eligibility requirements include: 

· US citizenship
· 18 Years of Age

· Full Time Student taking at least 9 credits per semester

· Financial need demonstrated by household income less than $70,000 for a family of four, $80,000 for a family of five if listed as dependent for the previous tax year. If not listed as dependent, then household income of $35,000 or less. (NB: These financial aid requirements are only for the Graduate Scholarship Program, which also requires that you agree to work for the CIA after graduation for 1.5 times the length of the sponsorship.)
· After completing work tour student should have at least one year of full time classes prior to graduation   

· Successful completion of medical and polygraph examinations as well as a background investigation

· Academic major that is relevant to current Agency hiring requirements 

· Minimum 3.0 GPA 

· Availability for work tour in the Washington, DC area 

· Meeting application deadlines

FBI HONORS INTERNSHIP PROGRAM (this internship opportunity is contingent on government funding): The FBI Honors Internship Program offers students an exciting insider's view of FBI operations and provides an opportunity to explore the many careers within the bureau. Due to the very selective and highly competitive nature of the Honors Internship Program, a limited number of internships are awarded each summer. Only individuals possessing strong academic credentials, outstanding character, a high degree of motivation, and the willingness to represent the FBI upon returning to their respective campus will be selected. In order to be considered, individuals must meet the following qualifications:

· graduate-level students must be enrolled in a college or university and attending full time

· students must return to their campus following the program

· students must have a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or above

· all candidates must be US citizens

INSTITUTE OF CURRENT WORLD AFFAIRS, THE CRANE-ROGERS FOUNDATION FELLOWSHIPS: The purpose of the Institute of Current World Affairs is to provide talented and promising individuals with opportunities to develop a deep understanding of an issue, country, or region outside the US and to share that understanding with a wider public. The institute awards fellowships for a minimum period of two years to young women and men under 36 years of age who demonstrate initiative, integrity, outstanding character, good communications skills, seriousness of purpose, and enthusiasm for their chosen fields. Fellowships are for self-designed independent study only; they are not scholarships and are not awarded to support work toward academic degrees, or for collaborative research projects, or to write books. The John O. Crane Memorial Fellowship is targeted for research in Eastern Europe or the Middle East. The fellow will spend two years in the fellowship site of her/his choice, exploring an appropriate topic of his or her own design. Deadlines: letters of interest are considered twice a year with deadlines of September 1 and March; November 1 is the deadline for all application materials. National Security Education Program (NSEP), David l. boren graduate fellowships: The National Security Education Program addresses the need to increase the ability of Americans to communicate and compete globally by knowing the languages and cultures of other countries. NSEP embodies recognition that the scope of national security has expanded to include not only the traditional concerns of protecting and promoting American well-being, but also the new challenges of global society, including sustainable development, environmental degradation, global disease and hunger, population growth and migration, and economic competitiveness. NSEP accepts graduate students from a diverse range of academic disciplines, including business, political science, applied sciences, international affairs, engineering, health, law, economics and history. Each year NSEP awards approximately 120 fellowships, permitting graduate students to study a contemporary language and culture in an area of the world other than Western Europe, Canada, Australia and New Zealand. Awards are made for a minimum of twelve weeks and a maximum of twenty-four months. Fellowships provide up to $24,000 for overseas study with possible funding for supplemental domestic language study.  The maximum award is $30,000. All recipients of Boren awards must seek employment with an agency or office of the federal government involved in national security affairs. If Boren Fellows are unsuccessful in identifying federal employment, they may fulfill the requirement through work in the field of US higher education in an area of study for which the fellowship was awarded. The application deadline for 2016-2017 is January 28, 2016, and awards are generally announced in late April for the following academic year. Presidential Management Fellows Program (PMF): The PMF Program is designed to attract to the federal service outstanding graduate students from a wide variety of academic disciplines who have an interest in and commitment to a career in the analysis and management of public policies and programs. Assignments as a PMF may involve domestic or international issues, technological changes, criminal justice, health research, financial management, and many other fields in support of public service programs. Federal departments and agencies strive to provide fellows with challenging and rewarding assignments. All cabinet departments and more than 50 federal agencies have hired Presidential Management Fellows upon successful completion of the fellowship. Graduate students who are completing or are expecting to complete a master’s or doctoral degree during the current academic year are eligible to seek nominations from their academic program. The application process begins in October. A one-day, structured assessment takes place in January or February, and finalists are selected in the spring. PAUL AND DAISY SOROS FELLOWSHIPS FOR NEW AMERICANS: The Paul and Daisy Soros Fellowships for New Americans are for up to two years of graduate study in the professions and academic disciplines at any institution of higher learning in the United States.  The Fellowships are funded by a trust established by Paul and Daisy Soros and were created in recognition of the contributions of New Americans to American life and in gratitude for the opportunities the United States has afforded to the donors and their families. In order to qualify, a candidate must:

·    Be a Green Card holder, a naturalized US citizen, or the child of naturalized parents

·    Be no older than 30 years of age as of the application deadline
·    Demonstrate the relevance of graduate study to their long-term career goals and potential to contribute to society

·    Be a college senior or holder of a bachelor’s degree.

·    Be not beyond your second year – if already enrolled – in the graduate degree program for which you request support.

Selection criteria emphasize creativity, originality, initiative, and sustained accomplishment, and the program values a commitment to the constitution and the bill of rights. Thirty fellowships are awarded each year. A Fellow receives a maintenance grant of $25,000 per year, as well as a tuition grant of up to $20,000 or one-half the cost of tuition. The application deadline is November 1, 2015. The THOMAS r. pICKERING Graduate Foreign Affairs Fellowship Program (GFAF): Sponsored by the Woodrow Wilson National Fellowship Foundation, the GFAF provides funding to graduate students who are interested in pursuing a career in the US Department of State Foreign Service. Applicants may be enrolled in a course of study in public policy, international affairs, public administration, political science, sociology, or foreign languages. Graduate-level fellows receive stipends during participation in a domestic summer internship between the first and second year of graduate school, and one summer overseas internship following the second year of graduate school. In exchange for funding, fellows serve in a three-year appointment as a Foreign Service Officer and must meet the Department of State’s entry requirements. Consideration is given to qualified applicants who, in addition to outstanding leadership skills and academic achievement, demonstrate financial need. The application deadline is usually late February, and the number of fellowships is determined by available funding. The GFAF especially encourages women and minorities, who have typically been underrepresented in the Foreign Service, to apply.  In order to apply a fellow must have a GPA above 3.2/4.0 and, if chosen, must maintain the same level throughout the duration of the program.
